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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the administration of local
curricdlum in primary schools under the jurisdiction of Maha Sarakham Primary
Education Office in the espects of 1} current situation; 2) problems and 3)guidelines
for improving the administration of local curriculum in primary scheols.

The samples were 154 primary schools from 77 groups under the jurisdiction
of Maha Sarakham Provincial Primary Education Office. There were 462 respondents
— administrators, instructers and members of the schools base. Two sats of
questionnaires were employed to collect data. The earned data were analyzed by
SPSS for Windows programs to acquire frequency, percentage, means, standard

deviation and Ancva between groups.

The research cutcomes were the following ;

1} The current situation of the administration of loca! curriculum in primary

schools under the jurisdiction of Maha Sarakham Provincial Primary Education Office



was studied in 9 aspects. It was found that the administrators. instructors and
members of the schools base had the scare for the openicn in subject description
provision aspects were siatistically significant difference at the lavel of 0.05.
However, there was no difference in other 8 aspects. 2) The problem in the
administration of local curriculum in primary schools under the jurisdiction of

Maha Sarakham Provincial Primary Education Office was studied in 4 aspects. It was
found that the administrators, instructors and members of the schools base in the
aspects of personnel and budgeting were statistically sigrificant difference at the
level of .05, However, there was no difference in the aspects of materials,
equipments location and administration. 3) The guidelines for improving the
administration of local curriculum in primary scheols under the jurisdiction of

Maha Sarakham Provincial Primary Education Office were (1) to promote the
participation of school staff in training and seminar for their own self-improvement.
(?) to encourage the schoal staff to use the local materials and equipment in the
curriculum improvement. (3) to pay budget to be allocated for human resources
development in the local curriculum improvement and (4) train and seminar should be
provided as 1o contribute the knowledge In curriculum application and imgrovement
