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ABSTRACK

This research aimed to investigate and compare opinions of 576
‘-‘administrators’ concerﬁing education management following indicative behaviors
of education standards in schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Provincial
Primary Education. The sample consisted of 230 school administrators, obtained
through the stratified random sampling technicue. The instrument used in the
research was a rating-scale duestionnaire comprising 81 items with a réliability of
0.97. The statistics used for analyzing data were percentage (%), mean (X),
standard deviation (S.D.), in interpretation of statistics and ranking, and for iesting
hypotheses, an F-test was employed.

The research result were as follows :

) 1. School administrators’ opinions conceming education
management following indicative behaviors of education standards in primary

schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Provincial Primary Education were at

high a level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that their opinions



were also at a high level in this order of aspects from the highest to the lowest
mean : process, learner, and factor respectively. |

2. School administrators’ opinions concerning education management
foliowing indicative behaviors of education standards in the three aspects were at
the .05 level of confidence. This indicated that the variable of educational
institution administrators did not have different opinions at the .05 level of
.statistical significance. .

3. School administrators’ opinions concerning education management
following indicalive behaviors of education standards of the Office of Standard
Assurance and Quality Assessment in different school sizes in all aspect were at
the .05 level of confidence. This indicated that the variable of educaticnal
institution administrators did not have different opinions at the .05 level of

statistical significance.
