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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate and compare the teacher’s opinion
about academic administration problems on pre-primary education level in primary schools under
the Kalasin provincial primary education office. The sample in this study were 278 pre-education
teachers. The instrument was questionnaires of 2 sections. The statistical values were the
frequency, percentage and chi-square test.

The finding of this study was that the teachers faced the administration difficulties in the
following; 1) The toy libraries management was 96.0 percent. 2) The daily activities scheduling
management was 89.6 percent. 3) The supplementary material and instruction media
managernent was 88.8 percent. 4) The guideline of the experience exercise plan was 81.7
percent. 5) The children development evaluation was 80.6 percent. 6) The implementation of
experience exercises plan was 79.9 percent. 7) The instruction activity management for preparing
the children's readiness was 77.7 percent. 8) The teachers ‘academic training were 74.1 percent.
9) The internal information was 71.2 percent,

In comparison study were no different in academic administration problems as follow :
the daily activities scheduling management. The supplementary material and instruction media
management. The children development evaluation. The instruction activity management for
preparing the children's readiness. The internal information. All in all, it was found academic

administration problems were statistically significant difference 0.05 as follow: toy libraries



management and Guideline of the experience exercise plan has different problems in school size.
Academic training had different problems in education level. The implementation of experience

exercise plan had different problems in different teaching experience in pre-primary.
