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ABSTRACT

This surveyed research was purposed to study the participation
implementing school charter of the primary school teachers under Kalasin primary
education office in academic year 2001. Questionnaires with 55 items were
conducted to 378 teachers as sampling size gained from Yamane scholar of
the7,006 ones population followed with stratified random sampling respected to
large, medium and small school size. The constructed questionnaire, as this
research instrument, comprised of 3 items of basic data,

50 items of participation implementing school charter including 8 items of
preparation, 34 items of implementing process and 8 items of reporting and .finally,
two open - ended questions to survey subjects’ opinion in problem status and
problem solving. The reliability was .93 gained by using Cronbach Alpha -
Coefficient. Basic statistics and ANOVA (F-test and Scheffe ) were applied for data
analysis . The results were as follows;

1. The schools with different size had statistically significant
difference in preparation of the participation implementing school charter {(P<.05).

2. The schools with different size had statistically significant

difference in process of the participation implementing school charter {P<.05).
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3. The school with different size had no statistically significant
difference in reporting of the participation implementing school charter .

4. The school with different size had statistically significant
difference in the total

participation implementing school charter (P<.05).

Moreover, the findings stated subjects’ opinions concerning
preparation, implementing process and reporting were divided into two groups.
The first is on problem status with listed numbers 11, 51 and 11 respectively,. The
second is on problem solving and as the same as the first one, the numbers were

13, 45 and 10 respectively,.
