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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and to compare the performance and
include to point of presentation for adjustment of the performance by following the role of
basic education committee in primary schools under the Roi-Et Provincial Primary
Education Office in 12 aspects from The National Education Act 1999.

The research sample consisted of 372 basic education committee members who
were sclected by stratified random sampling from primary schools under the Roi-Et
Provincial Primary Education Office. The instrument used for study was a questionnaire with
34 rating — scale items. The questionnaire had reliability of 0.94 The statistics used for
processing data were frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and F-test.

Findings of the study were as follows :

1. The overall performance of basic education committee in primary schools
under the Roi-Et Provincial Primary Education Office were at moderate level in 3 aspects :
the appointment of the consultants and the sub committee for the performance, encouraging
the utilization of resources such as external resource persons and the local wisdom from the
community for education to develop learning of students in all aspects such as morality, art,

national and community culture. And, other performances that were desiznated from office

to school.



2. There were statistic significant differences among the basic education
committee in different — sized schools in the performance of basic committee of primary
schools under the Roi- Et Provincial Primary Education Office at the .001 level. The big —
sized primary schools were found that there was a statistic significant difference at the .05
level from small — sized primary schools in the performance of basic education committee.

3. Basic education committee have been presented the guidance for the school
to coordinate activities and cooperate with the school committee in performance by the role
in 12 aspects more. Give the school realizes and to manages for the activities with the
community that they should to be a part of these performance. The school must be preparing
the plan, acting to follow plan, measuring the plan and the assessment that give the school
committee to considers, guides and supports the educational management that performs to

more quality.
