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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the opinions of administrators,
teachers who took charge of 'the project; and school ‘committee, on the condition
of the Nine-year Compulsory  Education Pilot Project; in primary schools under the Office
of Maha Sarakham Provincial Primary Education. The research was carried out in schools
that offered either 2 or 3 levels of education.

The samples were 41 administrators, 41 teachers taking charge of the project and 41
school committee members under the Office of Maha Sarakham provincial primary
Education. They were chosen through stratified random sampling, The research instrument was
a researcher constructed rating scale questionnaire comprising 60 items. The correlation
coefficient for reliability of the questionnaire was 0.91 and item total correlation was
between 0.53-0.92. The statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test
(independent-samples).

The results of the research were as follows :

i. Asa whole the management condition of the nine-year Compulsory
Education Pilot Project in primary schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Provincial Primary Education in 2000 were at the high level. When each aspect was taken into
consideration, the condition of pilot project in 2001, it was found that 4 aspects were at
the high level. They were students’s safety, educational effectiveness, opportunity for

Education and quality of education.



2. In comparison, the management condition of the Nine-year Compulsory
Education Pilot Project in primary schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Provincial
Primary Education as a whole, did not differ. When each aspect is considered, it is found

that there was no significance. The operation was at the high level.
