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ABSTRACT

In provision of education the educational institution can develop local curricula
to implement in its own institution accordingto the local conditions and available
resources which can be used to benefit and develop learning-teaching activities as well.
Thus this study aimed to develop a local curriculum, to develop learning plans entitled
“Weaving Bamboo Rice Boxes” for Matthayomsuksa 2 (grade 8) to have an efficiency,
and to determine a model of the process of building collaboration between
Kantharawichai School and Ban Lumphuk Community in organization of learning entitled
“Weaving Bamboo Rice Boxes”. The sample used in this study consisted of 40
Matthayomsuksa 2 students at Kantharawichai School under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Educational Area 1 as selected through the purposive sampling technique, and 23
members of the weaving group at Ban Lumphuk. Ten types of instruments used in this
study included: 1) an interview form, 2) a qustionnaire, 3) a local curriculum, 4)
learning plans 5) a teacher's handbook, 6) an activity performance skill scale, 7)a test,
8) a satisfaction scale, 9)a curriculum evaluation form for the expert, and 10) a test
validity evaluation form. The statistics used for analyzing data were mean, standard
deviation, and percentage; and t-test (dependent samples) was employed for testing

hypotheses.



The results of the study were as follows:

1. The developed local curriculum entitled “Weaving Bamboc Rice Boxes”
for Matthayomsuksa 2 was appropriﬁlte at a high level (X =13.95).

2. The learning plans entitled “Weaving Bamboo Rice Boxes™ for
Marthayomsuksa 2 had an efficiency. of 87.36/85.00 which was higher than the
established requirement of 80/80.

3. The learning plans entitled “Weaving Bamboo Rice Boxes™ had a
t- efficiency of 30.43. Learning achievements after learning were higher than before
learning at the .01 level of signiticance.

4. The students who learned throug the local curriculum entitled
“Weaving Bamboo Rice Boxes” had satisfaction with the curriculum at a high
level (X =3.90).

5. The local teachers who taught throug the local curriculum entitled
“Weaving Bamboo Rice Boxes” had satisfaction at the highest level (X=4.51).

6. The model of the process of building collaboration between
Kantharawichai School and Ban Lumphuk Community was a collaboration at cvery
stage from curriculum construction, operation of curriculum implementation to

curriculum evaluation in which all sections collaborated well.

In conclusion, this development of the local curriculum entitled “Weaving
Bamnboo Rice Boxes™ by using the process of building collaboration between
Kantharawichai School and Ban Lumphuk Community made the students interested in
leamning. The students had high learning achievements and were proud of their works.
Ban Lumphuk Community was proud of its collaboration in providing education and
realized the importance of its own local wisdom, resuiting in provision of education

by using the local cumiculum being successful.
