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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the levels of teachers’s participation in
academic administration for schools under Nongkhai Office of Education Service Area
Zone 1. The sample consisted of 323 teachers from schools of different sizes : 196 teachers
from small schools and 127 from large schools. The sample were obtained by multistage
random sampling. The tool used was a rating scale questionnaire with a reliability value
of 0.98. The statistics employed were percentage, the mean ( X ), standard deviation (S.D.)

and t - test, The analysis employed SPSS for Windows.
The findings are as following :

[.The levels of teachers’s participation in academic administration for
schools under Nongkhai Office of Education Service Area Zone 1, as a whole, were at the
moderate level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that 4 aspects were in the
moderate level. They were : the aspect of school ~based curriculum and learmning process
development ; the aspect of internal quality assurance system development; the aspect of
rescarch, development of media, technology and learning resource; and the aspect of

supervision and counseling respectively. Two aspects were in the low level : the aspect of



measurement and evaluation and transfer of grades ; and the aspect of academic promotion,
support and cooperation respectively.

2. The result of the comparison of the Jevels of teachers’s participation
revealed that there was a differcnce between the levels of those from small schools and those
from large schools, with the statistical significance at .05 by whole and by part.

3. Concerning suggestions from the teachers, they arc as follows :
administrators and teachers should pay more attention to academic administration ; there
should be more constant self-development; all personnel should have a part ; there should be
more systernatic planning which can be developed continuously ; there should be more
supervision, follow-up and evaluation ; there should be more trainings. seminars and study
tours in order to enhance teachers’ knowledge and skills ; there should be stronger
cooperation with other schools ; more learning resources and new tcchnologies should be
brought into use ; and the upper agency, the community and the local organization should

provide financial support.
