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ASTRACT

The purposes of the research were to study the levels of performing authorized
work, to compare the opinions of the mayors who were different in educational levels and to
find cut the problems and suggestions in performing the authorized work of the sub-district
admumistrative organizations in Maha Sarakham Province. The samples were 99 mayors by
using the simple random sampling technique. The data was collected by the rating-scale
questionnaire and analyzed by SPSS for Windows computer program. The statistics used

were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and F —test (One-way ANOVA)

The results of the study were as follows;

1. The level of performing authorized work as a whole was high. As considering
in each aspect, five aspects were high. They were the maintenance of art, tradition, wisdom,
and culture of the locality, The maintenance of land routes, The conservation of natural
resources and environment, The improvement of education, religion, and culture and the
prevention of infectious disease, respectively. Three aspects were at average. They were the
cleaning and maintenant of roads and public area, The garbage cleaning activity, The taking
care of female youth, clderly and the prevention of public disaster, respectively.

2. Asregards to the comparison of the opinion of the mayors who were

different in educational levels. It was found that their opinions to the performing authorized
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work as a whole were not different But, by aspect, it is found that the opinion of the mayors
who finished elementray level to the maintenant of water and land routes was different from
those who finished high school and uper, but hot different from those who finished secondary
shool.
Some of the problems presented by the mayors were as follows;

- The budget for constructing roads was inadequate.

- Lacking area for collecting garbage.

- The instruments for public disaster prevention were not available,

- The qualified teachers for training women for professions were very few.

- The budget for they young and elderly was limited.

The qualified public officers for preventing infectious disease were not

available.

The budget for education, religion and culture was limited.
