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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and to compare the state of
operation of learning process reform according to teachers and administrators’ attitude
in schools opening level I-II under The office of Nongkhai Educational Area Zone IIL
The samples consisted of 314 teachers and administrators got from stratified random
sampling and fixed the group with using Krejcie and Morgan timetable. The tool
used was a 5 - point rating scaie survey questionnaire, 60 hoices. It is all confidentat
98. Data analysis used was percentage, mean, standard deviation and analyzed the

different mean by t-test and  F-test Sheffe’ Method was used for comparing when

found the significant difference.

Result of the research were as follows :

The state of operation of learning process reform according to teachers
and administrators’ attitude in schools opening level I-II under The office of Nongkhai
Educational Area Zone III were in much level on the whole. when separately
considered it was found that they were 4 items at high level, respectively from the
highest to the lowest among 5 aspects as integrated balanced content and moral

encouragement, support to learning environment and used rescarching for learning
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process, Leamning from experience and practice reading behavior, and was at midderate
level 2 aspect as procedure and management practice skill and content and activity
management according to leamers’ interesting.

The state of operation of leamning process reform according to teachers
and administrators’ attitude in schools opening level I-II under The office of Nongkhai
Educational Area Zone III were not different as a whole.

When comparing school size in The state of operation of learning process
reform according to teachers and administrators’ attitude in schools opening level I-I1
under The office of Nongkhai Educational Area Zone III separated by school size. It
was found that, on the whole was not different. When considering each item, it was
found that they met the level of .05 statistical significance as integrated balanced

content and moral encouragement and not found different in another aspect.
