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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare school climate, as a
whole and by parts, in private Catholic schools in the diocese of Ubon Ratchathani in
the academic year 2004. The sample consisted of 250 teachers from schools of different
sizes, obtained through stratified random sampling. The sample size was designated by
the Krejcie and Morgan Table. The instrument used was a Likert-styled rating scale
questionnaire written by the researcher. The statistics used in the analysis were

percentage, the mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results are as follows:

1. The school climate in private Catholic schools in the diocese of Ubun
Ratchathani in the academic year 2004. as a whole were in the rather much level
When each aspect was considered, 3 of them : the open climate, the autonomous climate
and the paternal climate were in the rather much level. The other 3 aspects :
the Familiar Climate, the closed climate and the contrelled climate were in the

sometimes level.
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2. When all the climates were compared, taking into account the different
experiences of the teachers, there was no difference among 4 types of climate, namely,
the controlled climate, the familiar climate, the paternal climate, and the closed climate.
Meanwhile, there was a difference with .05 level of statistical singnificance between 2
climnates, the open climate and the autonomous climate.

3. When all the climates were compared, taking into account the difference in
sizes of the schools, the research found that was a difference with .05 level of
statistical singnificance between the whole and the open climate of the small size school
and the large size Meanwhile. There was no difference among 4 aspect : the controlled

climate, the familiar climate. The paternal climate, and the closed climate.
