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Abstract

The research was to survey and compare the opinion of people on a new methed of the
Selection of a leader of villages and sub-districts in Somdet district Kalasin province. The samplc
subjects were three hundred and eighty eight villagers whose name were in a list of a residential
record of Somdet district, Kalasin province. They were selected by the simple random sampling
technique. The data collected by rating-scale questionnaire, and analyzed. The research statistics
used were mode, percentage , mean, standard deviation, -test and one-way analysis of vartance.

The statistical level was assigned at .05,

The result of the research

According to the data, it was found that the average opinion of the respondents on a new
method of the election of a leader of villages and sub-~districts was fair. In regard to all items, it
was found that the degrec of the opinion of the people on three items was high; 1) villagers did
not have a chance to participate in a decision of the new method of the election , 2) there might

be a corruption because of the new method of the election, 3) villagers chose a good, suitable and



new leader. Whereas, the degree of the opinion of the respondents on five items was fair; 1) the
responsibilities of a local administration and regional administration were assigned obviously and
scparately, 2) villagers had unity in spite of supporting different candidates, 3) the candidates
were in 10-year term, assessed in 5 years a time, and not over 60 years old, 4) villagers got the
most benefits accordance with the new method of the election., and 5) according to a new rule of
the new method of the election, a leader was selected by a committee of election which consists
of 3 sheriffs and 3 government officers selected by the public. At last the approved leaders were
appointed officially by a govemnor.

* According to the comparison, it was found that the opinion of villagers, who had
different sex, age, occupation and education background, on the new method of the election was
not different significantly at .05 of the statistical level.

In conclusion, villagers gave some suggestions about responsibilities of a leader; the
leader should promote official news to the public thoroughly, the leader should take an important
role in preserving public forest, protecting against drug, deforesting, conserving forest and
environment. Moreover, the leader should participate in planning and budgeting and also

preventing and solving problems
