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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to (1) examine the problems ot school library
management under the office of Nong Khai Educational Service Area 1 ; (2) to compare
the level of problems between the small and large schools totally and partially; and to
(3) and to find out how to solve the problems. The total of 188 research sample
comprised of school administrators and the school libranans. The research instrument
was a questionaire with .95 level of reliability. Statistics used for research data analysis
were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The research findings were as follows :

1. The problems of school library management both totally and partially
were at the moderate level.

2. When comparing of the level of problems between the small schools
and the large schools were statistically significant difference at .05 both totally and
partially.

3. When comparing the school library management problems in the
opinions of the school administrators and the librarians, they were found significantly

different at .05 for the administration and technical aspects.

4. Some suggestions how to solve the problems of the librarians and
administrators as follows ; more budget allocation, improvement of the library building
with tables and chairs, supporting instruments to fix up some old books, librarian

training, promoting reading activities and allowance of community participation.
