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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to investigate needs for community’s
participation in the educational management of teachers, administrators and the presidents
of the basic-education school board of the Implementation of Buddhism in School
Office of Mahasarakham Education service area zone 1, and to compare the needs
between teachers, administrators and the presidents of the basic-education school board.
The study focused on 5 aspects of community’s participation: 1) physical environment
2) daily activities 3) teaching and leaning 4) school atmosphere and interaction, and
5) management and administration. The questionnaires were collected from 525 participants
from 107 school that participated in the program of Buddhism Implementation. Out of ‘
525 participants, 289 were teachers. 129 were administrators, and 107 were presidents
of the basic-education school board. The questionnaire was comprised of 50 questions
with a discrimination aspect between .38 - .78 and the questionnaire reliability of .97

Mean, standard deviation, percentage and variance were analyzed.



The results of the study showed:

1. There were strong needs for community’s participation in the educational
management in all groups of participants. Both overall and with individual aspects,

2. The comparison between the teachers, Administrators and the presidents
of the basic-education school board showed a highly significant difference (.01) in two
aspects: management and administration, and school atmosphere and interaction. It also
showed a significant difference (.05) in physical environment between those three groups.
There were no significant differences in the needs of community’s participation in daily

activites, and teaching and learning.
