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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine and compare the outcomes of performance based on
the standards of quality assurance of the Office Standard Accreditation and Quality
Assessment (Public Organizational) as perceived by school administrators under the office of
Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2 as a whole and the each standard
regarding school size and intervals offered by these schools. The sample consisted of
213 school administrators under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service
Area Zone 2, obtained through the stratified random sampling technique. The instrument
used in this study was an assessment from on performance based on the standards of
quality assurance of the Office of Standard Accreditation and Quality Assessment
{Public Organizational). The basic statistics used for analyzing data were percentage,
mean and standard deviation ; and t - test and F -test were employed for testing

hypotheses.

The following results of the study were found :
1. The outcome of performance based on the standards of quality assurance
as perceived by school administrators under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational

Service Area Zone 2 as a whole were at a good level. When each aspect as considered,



it was found that leamners, and administrators has performance outcome at a good
level in every aspect. And when each performance indicator was considered, it was
found that the performance outcome were at a pood level in every indicator.

2. In comparing the outcome of performance based on the standards of
quality assurance regarding school sizes, it was found that large — sized schools and
small — sized schools had different performance outcome at the .01 level of statistical
significance both as a whole and the each aspect : the large —sized schools had higher
performance than the small —sized ones. When each standard was considered, it was
found that the task performance outcome were different at the .01 level of statistical
significance in the standards of learmers in Standards I, 4,6, ¢ and 10; the standards
of teacher in Standards 22 and 24 and the standards of administrators in Standards 13, 14,
18, 20, and 25. However, the other standards did not show a different performance.,

3. In comparing the outcome of performance based on the standards of
quality assurance regarding the intervals offered, it was found that the school which
offered different intervals as a whole had different performance at the .01 level of
statistical significance. When each aspect was considered, it was found the teachers
and administrators has different performance at the .01 level of statistical different
performance at the .01 level of statistical significance : the school offering intervals 3
and 4 has higher performance than those offering intervals 1 -3, and intervals 1 -2.
However, these learners did not have different performance. When each standard was
considered, it was found that the performance outcome was different at the .05 level
of statistical significance for the leamers in Standards 9. the school offering and intervals
1 -3 had higher performance than those offering intervals 3 —4, and administrators in
Standards 20, 18, and 13, For Standards 20 and 18, the schools offering intervals 3 -4
had higher performance than offering mtervals 1 — 3, and intervals 1 -2. As for Standards
13, the schools offering intervals 1 -3 had higher performance than those offering 3 -4,
and intervals 1-2. in the other standards, However, the outcomes of performance

were not different,
