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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine the level task performance based on the roles of school
administrator in prornotion of conducting classroomn research of teachers at the school that
offered first and second Intervals under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Zone 2 regarding their status and school size both as a whole and in each aspect. The sample
consisted of 502 administrators and teachers. The instruments used in this study were a 40- item
5-rating- scale questionnaire and a 4- item open-ended questionnaire with a reliability of 0.88
The obtained data were analyzed by using microcomputer to find out percentage , mean , and
standard deviation; and t- test and F - test (One - way ANOVA) were employed for hypothesis
testing. The .05 level of statistical significance was used .

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The task performance based on the roles of school administrator in promotion of
conducting classroom research of teacher as a whole were at a_ high level. When each aspect

was considered, it was found that the performance was at a high level in all aspects ranking

from the first 3 highest to the lowest mean were promotion for research achievement , acceptance
and recognition of classroom research teacher, and continual development of knowledge for
classroom research classroom research of teacher.

2. In comparing the level task performance based on the roles of school
administrator in promotion of conducting classroom research of teachers at the school that
offered first and second Intervals under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Zone 2, it was found that the task performance based on the roles of school administrator in
promotion of conducting classroom resgarch of the teachers and administrator as a whole and
in each aspect showed differences at the .05 level of statistical significance.

3. Some recommendation were when the school administrator should assign
teachers present their classroom research works in each semester, opportunities should be
provided for the teachers who have conducted their classroom research disseminate their works.
Resource persons should be invited (o share the knowledge of teachers in research works.

Morale should to become school core leading teachers.
