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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed to study and compare the level of opinion of school
administrators and informational teachers who work about the good informational
property in schools offering education in range 1 and 2 Under the Office of Kalasin
Educational Service Area Zone 2. There are three main aspects: timeliness , pertinence,
and accuracy. Samples were 120 school administrators and 120 informational teachers
obtained by proportional stratified random sampling. The research implement consists
of 55 items of rating scale questionnaire and 3 items of open questionnaire. The
correlation of reliability was 0.93. The data was analyzed by Computer program
and the statistics used mean, percentage, standard deviation and t - test (independent
samples)

Finding of the study were as follow :

1. The overall opinions of school administrators and informational teachers
who have worked about the good informational property in schools offering education
in ranges 1 and 2 under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2.
It was found that 3 aspects were at high level as follow : timeliness, pertinence and

accuracy.



2. The opinions of school administrators and informational teachers.
The investigation showed the statistical difference at 0.01 for timelines, pertinence,
and accuracy.

3. The suggestion according to school administrators and informational
teachers who have worked about the good informational property in school offering
education in range 1 and 2 under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2
thus :

3.1 Timeliness aspect,the good information should be modern,
convenient , and quick. The organization has to use modern technology to store and
search for information. The analysis should be up —to —date and accountable.

3.2 Pertinence aspect, the good information should be pertinence
of users and task’s purpose. Furthermore, It must be beneficial for administration and
can be used for varied purposes.

3.3 Accuracy aspect,the good information should have the quality
of accuracy, non repetition, easiness to understand, and completeness. Data resources are

reliability and response to higher organization policy.
