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ABSTRACT

The Purposes of this investigation were 10 study the academic performance
of school in ranges 1 and 2 under the office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone
II. The subjects for this study were 323 school administrators and teachers selected though
stratified random data collecting a rating scale questionnaire with 50 items. Questionnaires
consisted 5 aspects thus. (1) Curriculum and Curriculum Management (2} Instruction
(3) Supervision in teaching (4) Evaluate curriculum (5) Quality assurance. A set of
questionnaires with 0.94 coefficient of reliability The data were analyzed by Computer
program. The yielded Statistics were mean, standard deviation and t- ftest.

Finding of the study were as follow :

1. The overall opinions of school administrators and teachers in academic
performance were at high level thus.

1.1 The overall opinions of school administrators in academic
performance were at high level. It was found that five aspects were at high level
ranking in order as follows: (1) evaluate curriculum (2) curriculum and curriculum
management (3) instruction (4) Supervision in teaching (5) quality assurance.

1.2 The overall opinions of teachers in academic performance were

at high level. It was found that three aspects were at high level and two aspects were



moderate level ranking in order thus: (1) instruction (2) evaluate curriculum (3) curriculum
and curriculum management (4) Supervision in teaching (5) quality assurance.

2. The academic performance of school in range 1 and 2 under the office of
Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone I according to the opinions of school administrators
and teachers , the investigation showed the statistical difference at .01 for overall of

aspects and each aspect.
