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ABSTRAC

The purpose of this research was developed to discipline by readers'books
on buddism education; discipline achivement; satisfaction to studied by readers’books
and discipline’s evaluation. The sample, selected through the Purposive Random
Sampling medthod; consisted of 17 Prathomsuksa VI Students’ Louwngong School
Mahasarakham II, in the second semester of the 2005 academic year. The model of
research was One-group pre-test post-test design. The instruments were 5 readers’
books; discipline achievement tests; satisfactional questionniare; learning’s conspiracy
and the evaluational from of disciphne.

The statistics utilized in the analysis of data were percentage; mean and
standard deviation. A t-test (Dependent samples) was used to test the hypotheses.

The result of this research were as follows :

1. Efficiency of readers’ books were 90.12/82.16 that regard to standard
criterton 80/80.

2. Discipline achievement of Prathomsuksa VI students that studied by
readers’ books were significantly higher than before studied at .01 level

3. Satisfaction of Prathomsuksa VI students that studied by rcaders’

books were at good level.



4.Evaluational discipline of Prathomsuksa VI students that studied by
readers * books were at good level.
Therfore effectiveness readers’ books can used developed discipline

of students as well.
