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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying and comparing overall and specific
mmplementations of educational reform in primary schools under the Office of
Nongkhai Educational Service Area. Subjects for this study wefe 48 primary
school administrators and 263 teachers of the academic year 2005 who were
seleéted through a multi-staged random sampling according to their status. The
instrument used in collecting data was a five - rating scale questionnaire of 45
items and 0.97 reliability. Data were analyzed by using a computer program and

the statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.
Findings of the study were as follow:

1. The overall level of primary schools’ educational reform
implementation was found at a high level. Analyses of specific implementations
revealed that every aspect also had its implementation found at a high level.
Arranged in a descending order, these aspects were planning, working according

to plans, application, auditing, and evaluation,



2. The overall implementations of educational reform in Nongkhai
primary schools were significantly different at the .05 level. Analyses of specific
aspects indicated that there was a significant difference at the .05 leve] in
planning and working according to plans whereas implementations regarding

auditing and application were not significantly different.
