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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to study the level of performing authorized work
.To compare the opinion of the village committees who were different in sexs. ages and
Educational levels and to study the problems and suggestions to the performing authorized
Work of the village headmen in Wapee-Patum District, Maha Sarakham Province.

The instrument used for data collecting was rating-scale questionnaires. Samples
were300 village committees by using simple random sampting technique. The data was
analyzed bySPSS for Windows Program. The statistics used were the percentage, mean
standard deviation,t-test and f-test. (One-way ANOVA) with the statistic significance level at
0.05The results of the study were as follows :

1. The level of 4 performing authorized works of the village headmen in wapee-
Patum District, Maha sarakham Province as a whole was average. They were the governing
andKeeping peace,the maintenance of justice and the public scrvice. As Considering in each
Aspect, it was found that every aspect performed was at average. They were the public
Service, the economic and social development. the governing and keeping peace, and the
Maintenance of justice respectively.

2. The comparison of the opinion of the village committees in accordance with
sex, Age and educational levels to the performing authorized work of the village headmen

were as Follows :



2.1 Inregard to sex, it was found that the opinions of both men and women
Were not different.

2.2 In regard to age, it was found that opinions of those who were 20-29
Years old, 30-39 years old, 40-49 years old and from 50 years old were not different.

2.3 In regard to cducational level it was found that the opinions of those who
Finished elementary, Secondary, higher than secondary levels were not different..

3. The problems presented by the village committees were as follows; Inadequated
budgetFor development, the work was over lapped with the sub-districr administrative
organizations, The village headmen were not fair and did not rcalize the role of the village
committees. TheSuggestions were as follows; The village headmen should have becn fair,
gave more time to The people and the government should provide more budget in developing

the village.
