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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the roles of basic education School
Boards on academic administration in schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Education Service Area Zone 1. between The independent variables were school sizes,
both as a2 whole and each aspect, as well studying ways for suggestions and guidelines
roles of basic education School Boards on academic administration in schools under the
Office of Maha Sarakham Education Service Area Zone 1.

The research sample consisted of 380 basic education committee members who
worked in the academic year of 2005 the basic education school form under the
office of Maha Sarakham education Service Area Zone | , selected through the Stratified
Random Sampling, The research instrument used for collecting data was the 30 items of
Likert Rating Scale questionnaire which the whole questionnaire’s reliability giving a value
of 0.96. The data were analyzed by using computer program to find out percentage, mean and
standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by t-test testing.

Research finding were as follows :

1. Roles of basic education committee members on academic
administration in schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Education Service Area Zone
1, as a whole, it was found at a moderate level. When each aspect was taken into

consideration, the result revealed at the moderate level in every aspect too.

2. The results from comparison roles of basic education School Boards
on academic administration in schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Education
Service Area Zone 1, considering by school sizes, both as a whole and each aspect. There
was significantly different at the .05 level.

3. Regarding suggestions and guidelines roles of basic education School
Boards on academic administration in schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Education Service Arca Zone 1. It should also manage seminars to exchange experiences
in performance of School Boards. School Boards should have opportunities to make

policies and academic development plans and following — up of their performance.
