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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the state of administration
of basic educational curriculum in schools opening Level IIl and IV according to administrators,
teachers and basic school councils’ attitude under Sakonakhorn Educational Area Zone IIL
The instrument used was 52 rating scale 5 levels questionnaire with .98 reliability value.
The samples of this research were 44 administrators, 203 teachers and 112 basic school
councils got from multi - stage sampling, Data were analyzed through the use of percentage,

mean, standard deviation, and F-test.

The results of the research found that :

Level of management administration of basic educational curriculum in schools
opening Level III and IV was at a moderate level as a whole. When separately considered it
was found that they were at moderate level in 4 items respectively from the highest to the
lowest were as follows: readiness preparation, curriculum improvement and development,
report of curriculum implementation, curriculum supervisor. And were at high level in 3 items
respectively from the highest to the lowest were as follows: school curriculum substance
design, management and administration performance, planning for curriculum usage.

When comparing school size¢ in the state of administration of basic educational

curriculum in schools opening Level III and IV separated by school size. It was found that,



on the whole was statistically significant at .05. When considering each item, it was found
that they met the level of .05 statistical significance as readiness preparation, school
curriculum substance design, report of curriculum implementation, curriculumn improvement
and development,

Proposals of administrators, teachers and basic school councils toward the state of
administration of basic educational curriculum respectively from the highest to the lowest
were as follows ; should have supervisor for teachers, control the administration and usage of

basic educational curriculum and cooperation for school curriculum substance design.
