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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study and compare the state of
educational Administration as regards student-centered educational reform strategies
in schools in Wapipathum District, which is in Mahasarakham Educational Area 2.
The sample used in this study consisted of 240 school directors, academics and
teachers from primary schools in Mahasarakham Educational Area 2. The participants
were randomly sampled using the stratified sampling method. Questionnaires were used
as a research instrument with a confidence of 0.80. The statistics used to analyze the
data in this research were percentages, means and standard deviations. The statistic
used to prove the hypothesis of the research was the F-Test and the statistic used to

compare a pair of data is LSD test.

The results of the study showed that:

1. The state of educational Administration as regards leamer-centered
educational reform strategies implemented in schools in Wapipathum District in
Mahasarakham Educational Area 2 averaged “high”. When considering each part at

a time, the level of practice in each part was still in high level



2. Overall, school directors, academics, and teachers in schools in
Mahasarakham Educational Arca 2 demonstrated the similar level of learner-centered
educational Administration

3. Most suggestions were made about frequent training, meetings and
seminars for teachers. The second most important suggestions regarded providing
adequate funding for educational reform. Lastly, it was suggested that the responsible

authority should conscientiously implement educational reform.
