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ABSTRACT

This research studies the comparison of opinions and suggestions in term of
participation on basic educational management of sub-district administration in the office of
Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2. The subjects comprised 326 persons who
are sub-district administration officers, selected by purposive sampling methods. The
research tool was inquiry form of estimation scale. The statistics were mean, standard
diameter, analytical description and supposed test based on t-test and f-test.

The results of the study indicated that

1. 326 persons who were sub-district administration officers in the office of
Maha Sarakham Education Service Area participated on Basic Educational Management.
The result revealed a moderate degree of total persons. The results of other parts also
revealed moderate degrees. These were the degrees of participation; budget administration,
academy administration, general administration and personne! administration in order.

2. The results of comparison degree the participation of officers on basic
educational management found the different variety education levels. The result of
participation on basic educational management both general part and each part were not

different.



3. The participation on basic educational management of different positions in
total differential significant at .05. The Major of sub-district administration and The deputy
of sub-district administration revealed different participation from Members of the assembly.
In case of The deputy of sub-district administration revealed more participation than
Members of the assembly. When the consideration of each part, found that the participation
on academy administration, general administration were totally differential significant at .05.
For budget administration, the participation was not different.

4. Some persons who experienced and non-experienced the basic education
committee of institute revealed both general results and each part the total differcntial
significant at .05. In this case, persons who used to experience the basic education committee
of institute revealed more participation than persons who non-experienced the basic
education committee of institute both general part and each part.

5. According to the results, the opinion and suggestion of the participation on
basic educational management indicated that academy administration should be improved for
the present conditions. Participating in making local course and supporting further
technology, need to be opened-wide. For the budget administration, the budget should be
organized for the needs, revealed the fact of payment, participation more. For the personnel
administration, the committee should consider and assess officers and organize expert and
specific officers. For the general administration, the community does not have participation

in character. The schools tend to study more about local wisdom.
