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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to develop, assess the effectiveness based on the
standard criteria (80/80), and survey the opinions toward the programmed instruction. The
sample subjects were thirty six Matayom Suksa 3 (Grade 9“’) students at Ban Huamu School
under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2. They were selected by
the Simple Random Sampling technique. The research instrument was the programmed
instruction, the achievement test, satisfaction questionnaire. The research statistics used were

mean, percentage, and standard deviation.

Results of this research were as follows:

1. According to the data, it indicated that the value of the effectiveness of the
programmed instruction was higher than the standard criteria. The value was 92.27/83.23,

2. In regard to the achievement of English reading, it was found that the scores of
the English reading skill after using the programmed instruction were significantly higher
than before using the programmed instruction. at .01

3. Inregard to the achievement of English reading, it was found that the scores of

the English reading skill after learning with the programmed instruction were higher than

before learning with the programmed instruction. The percentage was 74%. The comparison
of the achievement scores indicated that the scores of the Enghish reading skill after learmning
with the programmed instruction were significantly higher than before learning with the
programmed instruction at .0 1statistical significantly.

4. In regard to the satisfaction, it was found that the average degree of the
satisfaction with the programmed instruction was high. The Everage value was 4.28 and the

value of standard deviation was 0.62.
