Abstract

The purposes of the research were to survev and compare the satisfaction of the
prisoners with education service in Maha Sarakham prison. The sample subjects were two
hundred and eighteen prisoners in Maha Sarakham prison: one hundred and sixty three male
prisoners and fifty-five female prisoners. They were selected by the quota and simple random
sampling techniques based on Taro Yamane's sample size formula. The data was collected
by questionnaires with three parts: personal information, satisfaction with education service
and suggestion. The research statistics used were mode, mean, percentage, f-test and One

Way ANOVA.

Results of this research were as follow:

According to the data, it was found that the average degree of the satisfaction with
the cducation service was high. In regard to each item, it was found that the degree of the
satisfaction with location. teacher, and curriculum management was high while the degree
of the satisfaction with teaching material was average. In regard to the comparison of the
satisfaction. it indicated that:the different sex of the prisoners had significantly ditferent
satisfaction with the education service at .05. and the different subject major of the prisoners
had significantly different satisfaction with the education service at .05. , the prisoners who

had the different number of years in a prison. had significantly different satisfaction with the



education service at .05. In regard to ¢ach item, it was found that the satisfaction of prisoners
with location and teaching materials was significantly different while the satisfaction with
icachers was not significantly different at .05 as well.

The suggestions are the following: the trainees should get a certificate of
professional training courses given by the institute of professional skill development and the
female teachers are more required because they will make their class interesting and the
library should be open everyday because students need to spend more time in studying in the
library. The last suggestion is the computer-assisted instruction is more important for the

students in a prison.
