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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) develop instructional plans with efficiency criteria of 80/80
for teaching Mathayom Suksa VI students analytical thinking skills by using daily newspaper
contents in Thai lessons, 2) compare their pretest and post-test achicvements, and 3} study
learners’ satisfaction with leaming Thai under the instructional plans for development of
analytical thinking skills. Subjects for this rescarch were 45 Mathayom Suksa VI students of
Phayakaphum Wittayakarn School who were studying in the second semester of the
academic year 2005 and selected through a stratified random sampling. There were 3
instruments used in this study: instructional plans for teaching Thai using daily newspaper
contents; two 30-itern multiple-choice achievement tests of analytical thinking skills with
difficulty ranging from 0.4-0.65, discrimination power between 0.10-0.50, and reliability of
0.67; a rating-scale questionnaire for studying leamers’ satisfaction with  the instructional
plans. The statistics used for analyzing the data were mean, percentage. standard deviatien,

and t-test.
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Findings of the study were as follow:

1. The instructional plans for teaching Thai wusing daily newspaper contents
constructed by this researcher had efficiency criteria of 81.29/85.04, higher than the criteria
previously set at 80/80.

2. The post-test of the students’ achievement gained through leaming under these
instructional plans was significantly higher than the pretest result at the .01 level.

3. The satisfaction level of Mathayom Suksa VT students studying Thai under the

instructional plans utilizing daily newspaper contents was found at the highest level.
