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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were (1) to develop the effective skill drill workbook
on the topic of Klon Supap for Pratomsuksa VI Students with the efficiency of 80/80. (2) to
compare the Students’ learning achievement between pre —test and post — test scores after
using the cffective skill drill workbook and Co-op Co-op Leaming Activities. (3) to examine
Pratomsuksa VI Students’ satisfaction with lcarning through the skill dril! workbook and
Co-op Co-op learning Activities.

The population and the sample consisted is 21 Pratomsuksa VI Students’ of
Ban SraKhan School in Payakaphumphisai district , Mahasarakham Education Service
Area 2 in the second semester of the school year 2005, selected through the purposive
sampling technique. The instruments used include : 5 skill drill workbooks , The 4 choice

achievement test comprising 40 items with discriminating powers ranging
from .11 to .47 and reliability of .82 , the 15 lesson plan with Co-op Co-op leaming
activities and a questionaire on students’ satisfaction with learning through the skill drill
workbooks and Co-op Co-op learning activities. The statistics used were percentage,

mean ,standard deviation and t-test (Dependent samples).



The results of the research were as fallows.

1. The skill drill workbooks on the topic of Klon Suparp For Pratomsuksa VI
Students had efficiency of 91.26/94.52 with was higher than the requirement of 80 / 80.

2. The students learning by the skill drill workbooks indicated the post—test
mean score higher than the pre—test mean score at the .01 level of significance.

3. The students had satisfaction with learning through the skill drill
workbooks on the topic of Klon Suparp for Pratomsuksa V1 and Co—op Co-—op learning
