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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the problems ot the disabled
who took out a loan from the capability-recovery funds in Roi-Et. and also the suggestion of
the disabled on taking out a loan from the capabi]ity-récovery funds. The sample subjecrs
were two hundred and ninety three disabled who took out a loan from the capability-recovery
funds in Roi-Et. They were selected by the quota and simple random sampling iechnique.
The data was collected by Likert-rating-scale questionnaire with .95 of Alpha Coetticient

value. The research statistics used werc mode. percentage. mean. and One Way ANOVA.

Resuits of the research were as follows:

According to the data. it was found that there were more male disabled than
female disabled who were at the age of 31-40 vears. Most of the disabled were in level 3 of
disabilities and were farmers with a primary school diploma. Most of them repaid the loan.
In regard to the problems. it indicated that the average leve] of the problems was moderate.
The highest level of the problems was a physical disability.

In regard to the comparison of the independent variables. it was found that
the problems of both male and female disabled with physicai. emotional. economic and soctal

problems were not significantly different. In regard to the level of disabilities. it indicated



that the problems of two couples of the disabled in Jevel 3 and 4, and in level 3 and 5 were
significantly different al .05, Whereas, the problems of the disabled in level 4 and 5 with
physical. emotional, cconomic and social problems were not significantly difterent.

In conclusion, findings indicate that the local organization which concerned
with the problems shouid be supported and encouraged to participate in the issues. taking

carc of the disabled by coordinating with their parents.
