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Abstract

This research aimed to study and compare the performance and problems of
educational quality assurance according to the educational standard: the learner aspect, as
seen by administrators and teachers in educational institutions offering education in ranges
1 — 2, under Kalasin Office of Education Service Area, Zone II. The sample comprised 53
educational institution administrators and 270 teachers obtained through stratified random
sampling. Constructed by the rescarcher, the instrument used was a rating scale
questionnaire with 56 items and 0.88 reliability value. The analysis employed a ready-
made computer program. The statistics used were percentage, mean, and standard
deviation. t- test (independent samples) was employed to test the hypothesis.

The findings are as follows:

1. The performance of educational quality assurance according to
educational standard: the learner aspect, as scen by administrators and teachers in
educational institutions offering education in ranges 1 - 2, under Kalasin Office of
Education Service Area, Zone II as a whole was at the much level. When considered by

aspect, 4 were at the much level and 3 at the moderate level. When their means are ranked



from high to low, the top 3 aspects appear as follows. The 12" standard-the learner has
aesthetics and characteristics relating to art, music and sports; the 10" standard- the leamer
has good health habits, good physical and mental health; and the 9" standard- the learner
has working skills, be able to work with others and has good attitude toward honest
occupations.

2. Problems of educational quality assurance according to the educational
standard: the learner aspect, as seen by administrators and teachers in educational
institutions offering education in ranges 1 — 2, under Kalasin Office of Education Service
Area, Zone Il as a whole were at the least level. When considered by aspect, 7 aspects
were at the least level. When their means are ranked from high to low, the 3 top aspects
appear as follows. The 6" standard- the leamer has the skill of independent knowledge
acquisition, love to learn and has continuous self-development; the 4" standard- the learner
is able to analyze, to synthesize, has critical judgment, creative thinking, reflective
thinking and vision; the 10" standard- the learner has necessary knowledge and skills as
prescribed by the curriculum.

3. The performance of educational quality assurance according to
educational standard : the learner aspect, as a whole, was seen differently by
administrators and teachers in educational institutions offering education in ranges 1 - 2,
under Kalasin Office of Education Service Area, Zone II, with .05 statistical significance.

4. The educational quality assurance according to educational standard :
the learner aspect, as a whole, was seen differently by administrators and teachers in
educational institutions offering education in ranges 1 - 2, under Kalasin Office of

Education Service Area, Zone I, with .05 statistical significance.
