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ABSTRACT

Organizing activities for learning the Thai language requires a variety of
appropriate activities relevant to the learners’ interests, aptitudes, and individual differences.
[t is also important to focus on the students’ happy leaming process by using the theory of
multiple intelligence, which responds to individual differences and enabling the learners to
develop to their full potential. This research was aimed at developing activities for
. Prathom Suksa III students’ learning Thai lessons entitled “Kawao Tee Klangkrung”
(Kawao in the City) through multiple intelligence lesson plans with efficiency index of 80/80.
The study compared the students’ achievement in the pretest was compared to that of the
post-test after they were taught “Kawao in the City” using the multiple-intelligence lesson
plans. It also studied students’ satisfaction with these activities. Subjects for this research
were 34 Prathom Suksa IIf students studying in Semester 2 of 2005 at Nong Rawieng
School of Maha Sarakham Basic Educational Area 2. The instruments for collecting data
were 10 lesson plans for teaching “Kawao in the City” utilizing the multiple intelligence
activities, a questionnaire for studying students’ satisfaction, and a four-choice achievement

test of 30 items with difficulty indexes of 0.50 - 0.70, discrimination power of 0.20 - 0.50,



and .87 reliability. The statistics used in this study were percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and t-test of dependent variables.

it was found that the lesson plans for teaching Thai entitled “Kawao in the City”
through use of multiple intelligence activities had an efficiency index of 85.09/84.90. The
post-test achievement of the students was higher than that of the pretest at the .01 level of
significance. The average level of the students’ satisfaction with the multiple-intelligence

leamning activities was 2.76, which was regarded as high.
