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Abstract

The research was to study the condition and problems of a local curriculum
Implementation of 2001 in the network of basic education school under the office of
Maha Sarakham Basic Education Arca 1. The sample subjects were 214 teachers of basic
cducation school under the office of Maha Sarakham Basic Education Area 1. They were
selected by the multistage random sampling technique. The data was collected by rating-scale
questionnaires with .98 of validity value. The research statistics used were mode, percentage,

mean, and t-test,

Results of the rescarch were as follows:

According to the data, it was found that the average opinton of teachers toward the
condition of the local curriculum Implementation of 2001 in the network of basic cducation
school under the office of Maha Sarakham Basic Education Commission Zone 1 was
moderate. In regard to the problems, it was found that the average level of the problems was

low.



In regard to the comparison of the condition of local curriculum Implementation,
it indicated that the local curriculum was Implemented significantly in the level 1%2™ more
than in the level 3°-4" at the 0.05 level. In regard to all items, it was found that they were
significantly different at the 0.05 level.

According to the comparison of the problems of local curriculum Implementation,
it indicated that the average opinion of teachers toward the problems of the local curriculum
Implementation in the level 12" was significantly lower than in the level 34" at .05.

In conclusion, findings indicate that people in community should be provided a
chance to participate in designing an appropriate and correct curriculum: learning activities
development, tcaching material development, and teaching material production. The schools

should be supported with finance to develop and produce sufficient teaching material.
