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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study problems of teachers’ classroom research in the 34"
level class of basic education curriculum schools under Kalasin Educational Service Area
Office 11! and also compared their problems on this field based on their different experience
and research course in their undergraduate, too. The sample consisted of 260 teachers in the
3. 4" level class of basic education curriculum schools under Kalasin Educational Service
Area Office [1I obtained through Stratified random sampling. The research instrument was a
rating scale questionnaire with 35 items, and 0.92 of reliability value. The data was analyzed
by a computer program to find percentage, mean , standard deviation. The hypotheses were
tested by t-test (Independent Samptles)

The research findings were as follows :

1. Teachers’ problems on classroom research in the 3. 4" fevel class of basic
education curriculum schools under Kalasin Educational Service Area Office III was found in
a moderate level. When considered by aspect, it showed that the researchers’ problem

appeared in a moderate level but the research sponsors’ appeared in a high level.

2. There were no significantly difference of problems on research classroom
between teachers of different experience, in schools under Kalasin Educational Service Area
Office IIL

3. There were no significantly difference of problems on research classroom
between teachers of different background in research course, in schools under Kalasin
Educational Service Area Office II1.

4. Regards about suggestions for improving teachers’ quality in classroom
research , ranking from high to low, top 3 order as follow : there should held a workshop on
classroom research, provide some amount of budget and set a strict policy including a closely

follow-up.
