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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to survey and compare the political
participation of people and suggestions on the political participation of people in
Chaturapakpimarn sub-district municipality, Roi-Et . The sample subjects were
three hundred and fifty five habitants in Chaturapakpimarn sub-district municipality,
Roi-Et,who had a political election right in 2004. They were selected by the quota
and accidental random sampling technique. The data was collected by five-rating-
scale questionnaire with .95 of validity. The data was analyzed by the computer
program. The research statistics used were percentage, mean, mode, standard
deviation, t-test and One Way ANOVA.

Result of the research were as follows:

1. According to the data, it was found that the average level of the
political participation of people in Chaturapakpimarn sub-district municipality was
low. In regard to all -items. it indicated that the five highest levels of the political
participation were election, political activities, sharing opinions, membership of
beneficial group, and notification of needs.

2. In regard to the dependent variables, it was found that the levels of the

political participation of the peoples who had different genders and ages were not
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significant different. The people who got a high school diploma had more a political
participation than the people who got associate diploma. Whereas, the levels of the
political participation of the people who had different educational background and
occupation were significantly different. The farmers and laborers had more a political
. participation that the government officers.

3. In About the suggestions on the political participation of people, it was
found that the habitants should be provide a chance to participate in community
development such as initiating projects, planning, acting, evaluating projects.
Moreover, the community should be developed in many dimensions such as a clean
community, a beautiful landscape, sufficient traffic light, and welfare provider for the

old and disabilities in the community.
