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Abstract

The objective of this research was to develop early childhood education
practice for parents in the Maha Sarakham province. The parents’ interest and
involvement in the practice was also assessed. Thirty parent samples from a
child care center at Bann Kang, Tumbon Seuuar-Tao, Ampher Chiang-Yuan,
Maha Sarakham province, were methodically selected. The program was
structured in three steps: constructing and developing, testing, and improving.

The study results showed that parents demonstrate increased knowledge
and understanding of child rearing after attending the practice, with a statistical
significance level of 0.1. Furthermore, the parents were highly satisfied with the
program outcome. Three main points indicated in the final evaluation form were
knowledge gained, methods used, and handouts (from most to least effective).
All parents agreed that the program was excellent and suitably designed to meet

their needs. They expressed their interest in repeating it in the future.
