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Abstact

Boonnak Pinidpon is skillful in creating a work on language and also literature
in forms of prose and poetry. Owing to his beautifulness and well-arrangement of
Isan dialect especially words of songs or “ Klonlam™ which appears in both short and
long verse, he can also apply Buddhist religious teaching to his beautiful composition
and maintains the original content of the teaching. In addition, ha has composed a
deeply-felt verse in a particular mode of reciting religion composition of Isan thythm
that includes verses writing about an uncertain body, a good turn of parents, good
things in Thailand, and a lo{ more.

The analysis of the study reflects a reality of Isan society claimed in a local
literary work of Boonnak Pinidpon, the 5™ generation of Thai wisdom teacher, in
aspect of history, politic, health care, way of life, economy, education, rehgmn, as
well as arts and culture as follows:

1. A Reflection on History

Boonnak Pinidpon uses various kinds of Isan literature to hand down historical
credit and braveness. The related content can be divided into four types: The
reflection on Thai history, heroic deeds of the king in bringing liberty to an
independence of the country, heroic deeds of villagers in protecting the country, and
relationship between Thailand and other countries.

2. A Reflection on Politic
The literary content also reflects political image in ancient Isan region that mainly
adhered to the principles of ways to continue tradition called “Heed sib song klong sib
see”. Later on, the principles were changed into democracy system appeared wnder
“the ten virtues of the king”.

3. A Reflection on Public Health Care

Isan region contains so many populations which ranked 1* one in number and

remains facing some health problems caused by their eating and sleeping habits, They
finally get sick because of that. The main problematic infectious discases are
Opistorchiasis and AIDS. In addition, there are still some diseases infected in season
such as Leptospirosis, Hemorrhagic fever, Bird flu, and so on.

4. A Reflection on Way of Life

* Paya”or Isan traditional verse is based on stories of farmers that reflect their easy
ways of life,

5. A Reflection on Economy

Economy represents another way of social status. As an agricultural society,
Isan region employs self-production and application pattern. People there usually
make what they want for a living by themselves. Today, Thai economic system was



changed because of its economic and social development. However, the main pattern
of economic system is still be an agricultural community.

6. A Reflection on Education

Education is a basis of life . It can improve people,societies, and couniries for
prosperity. In the past, temple is an important source of education, so men were
mostly offered opportunities to study. Boonnak Pinidpon was one of those who was
literated and took advantage of his ordainment to compose “Paya,”a kind of Isan
traditional literature, in order to continue his knowledge and stories for others to learn
and apply their ways of life.

7. A Reflection on Religion and Belief

The content written in Boonnak Pinidpon’s literary work refered to merit
making ,a religious teaching of Buddhism which people make merit whenever they
want. These principles have been adhered by Isan people since the Buddhist era. The
content of religious teaching claimed in Boonnak Pinidpon’s work was devided as
follows: importance of religion, History of Buddhism, Fables related to Buddhism,
Mornks, and behavior and manner of Buddhist.
