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Abstract

The program development of virtue, moral standard and good social value-promoted
activities was launched throughout the second semester of 2006 academic year. The program was
designed to develop and improve the virtue, moral standard, and good social value of thirty
second year students of Rajabhat Mahasarakham University’s English Major of Education
Faculty. The purpose of this program was to encourage them to be active students who possessed
high responsibility, discipline, sympathy, society devotion, being active learners, creativity and
teamwork ability that could meet 8 aspects of active students. There were 3 categories of student
behavioral quality evaluation following their individual behavior relevance in order to arrange
activities successfully and evaluate effectively. The first was the category of disciplinary behavior
including time-keeping (1" individual behavior), courage and high responsibility (2™ individual
behavior), university discipline keeping (dindividual behavior) and teamwork ability
(8"individual behavior). The second was the category of the feeling-related behaviors including
sympathy and social devotion (3rci individual behavior) and self- and socially beneficial action (5ﬂl
individual behavior). The third was the learning ability-related behavior consisted of information
source learning and multi-method searching (6”individual behavior) and creative thinking (7
individual behavior)

Three sets of instrurnents were used for assessment; 1) the observation of individual
students’ behavior, 2) the self-assessment form of students’ moral standard behavior and 3) the
opinion survey for all participants in the program of moral standard, virtue, good social value
development, Statistical data analysis included percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test. It

was found that the scores of the participated students’ moral standard, virtue and social value in



all aspects for pre-and post-test were significantly different (P=0.05) indicating that the students
who participated in the program could be considered having moral standard, virtue and good

social values as determined by these activities.
