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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine and compare levels of academic
affairs administration at private schools that provided basic education under the Office
of Kalasin Education Service Area Zone Il as viewed by school administrators and
teachers both overall and in each aspect. The sample consisted of 156 school
administrators and teachers in the academic year of 2006, obtained using the stratified
random sampling technique , and classified into 8 administrators and 148 teachers . The
instrument used for gathering data was a Likert‘s 46 items rating scale questionnaire witha
reliability of .92. The gathered data were analyzed by using computer program to find out
percentage, mean and standard deviation ; and t-test (independent samples) was employed

for testing hypotheses.
The results of the study were as follows :

1. The academic affairs administration at private schools that provided
basic education under the Office of Kalasin Education Service Area Zone II as viewed by
school administrators and teachers as a whole was at a high level. When each was
considered, it was found that administration was at a high level in every aspect in the

first 3 ranks from the highest to the lowest mean : learning process development,



promoting the community to have academic strengths, and developing and utilizing
media and technology for education.

2. For the results of comparing academic affairs administration at private
schools that provided basic education under the Office of Kalasin Education Service Area
Zone H as viewed by school administrators and teachers, it was found that these school
adminisﬁ’ators and teachers did not have different viewpoints both as a whole and in
cach aspect,

3. The recommendations involving academic affairs administration at
private schools that provided basic education under the Office of Kalasin Education
Service Area Zone Il as viewed by school administrators and teachers in the first 3
ranks from the most to the least frequency are : 1) Budgets should be adequately
allotted and budgetary administration should be planned to be efficient. 2) The
personnel should be supported and promoted to receive development in regularity

and continuity. 3) Adequately and quality materials and supplies should be provided.
