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Abstract

This research was aimed to study the student’s attitude towards Thai culture, the
interaction between the gender and the size of educational institutions towards Thai culture
and the way for promoting attitude towards Thai culture of student level 3 and 4 of schools
in Nengkhai Office of Education Service Area 1. The population used for study was the
student level 3 and 4 of schools in Nongkhai Educational Service Office Area 1consist of
375 persons with the sampling by Multi stage random sampling. The instrument used for
collecting data was 84 item rating-scale questionnaires about the attitude towards Thai
culture with reliability at 0.95 The statistics used to analysis data were frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation and used to test the hypothesis was the Two-way

ANOVA.
The research results were found as follows :

1. The student level 3 and 4 of schoels in Nongkhai Educational Service Office Area
Thad attitude towards Thai Culture as a whole at a high level. Considering by aspects were

found at the highest 3 aspects and at the high 7 aspects, sctting up from high to low namely;



The Thai Tradition, The Thai Language, The Thai Manner, The Respecting to Institution of
Nation Religion and Monarch, The Thai Life Style and Knowledge, The Suitable Moral and
Valuation, The Thai Family Style, The Thai Construction, The Thai Music and the last one
was The Thai Dramatic Art.

2. There was interaction between the gender and the size of educational institution
towards the level of Attitude towards the Thai Culture of student level 3 and 4 of school in
Nongkhai Educational Service Office Area Lwith statistical significant at .05 as a whole and 4
aspects namely; The Thai Music, The Thai Dramatic Art, The Thai Construction and
The Thai Language.

The aspect wasn’t interaction was The Thai Tradition, The Thai Manner, The Suitable
Moral and Valuation, The Respecting to Institution of Nation Religion and Monarch,

The Thai Family Style and The Thai Life Style and Knowledge.

3. The suggestion for promoting attitude towards Thai Culture was found thought the
modern family should hold some principle in former times so that the living would be happy
such as to have one husband and one wife, children need to hold a studying. Thought
students should be promoted to participate several tradition activities such participate
The Tradition Parade of The End of Buddhist Lent in order that they would find #s’ value
and reserve Thai tradition. Should establish Competition of Thai Manner in order to
motivate the interesting in Thai Manner increasingly. Should readjust children how to use
the mobile phone throughout addressing would be able suitable. Should promote to establish
the Thai Language exhibition such The Thai Language Days, The Sunthonphoo Day etc...
And should bring the students to go sight-seeing at many places where there were The
Ordination Hall, The Temple and The Pagoda in Buddhist monastery, they would be able to

get values and reserve The Thai Construction continuously.
