2. Consideration on school pesition, there were both totally and partiaily
significant differences at the .05 level.

3. Consideration on school size, there were both tofally and partially significant
differences at the .05 level as well.

4. The proposals to develop the efficiency of acadernic administration were that
the office of Nongkhai Educational Service Arca 2 and school group should do as following ;
teachers should be trained on educational research works continuously, holding policy and
guideline to encourage and support all teachers have to do classroom research, development
on school curriculum according to local and community needs, development on learning
and teaching management procession of teachers continuously, having supervisors and
monitoring on educational quality assurance systematically, improvement educational
institutes as leaming resources to community exactingly and also supporting enough: budget

to supply materials, innovation materials and aducational technology.
