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Abstract

This research aims to study the operations following Tambol Administration’s budget
management procedure, factors that influences the operations following Tambol Administration’s
budget management procedure, and obstacles and recommendations on operations following Tambol
Administration’s budget management procedure of Kalasin Province. Sample group in this research
were 387 executive board members in Tambol Administrations in the province of Kalasin. The
research tool used was the rating scales questionnaire while statistics were percentage, means,

standard deviation, and multiple linear regression analysis.

Results found that seminar participation is the factor influenced the operations following
Tambol Administration’s budget management procedure while the overall and by aspect of the
“operation were in high level. Once considered by aspect, the high to low means were: budget
approval, budget preparation, follow-up and evaluation, and budget management aspects,
respectively. In addition, the major obstacles found were that of budget preparation, namely the
database to review income and expense and previous performances. Problem and obstacle were not
up-to-date and, the.refore, recommendation made was to continuously held seminars on budget

management for Tambol Administration’s members and personnel.
