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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine and compare the conditions of academic
affairs administration in educational institutions that provided intervals 1-3 education as
opined by administrators, academic teachers, and teachers in the teaching line under the
Office of Nongkhai Educational Service Area Zone III in the academic year 2006. The study
was conducted according to the conceptual framework in these 12 aspects: development of
educational institution curriculums; measurement, evaluation, and comparing and transferring
grades; educational supervision, promotion of academic knowledge to the community,
development of the leaming process, research for developing quality of education; development
of media, innovations and educational technology: development of learning resources,
development of internal quality assurance systems, educational guidance, coordination for
cooperation n developing academic affairs with other educational institutions; and promotion
and supporting academic affairs to other persons, families, organizations, agencies, and
institutions that provided education. The sample used consisted of 236 administrators,
academic teachers and teachers in the teaching line. They were classified according to the
personnel status and schooi size and were obtained using the stratified random sampling
technique according to the school size. The sample size was determined using the table of

Krejeie and Morgan. The instrument used for collecting data was a 60-item rating-scale



questionnaire with a reliability of .94. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation; and t-test (independent samples)
and F-test (One-way ANOVA) were employed for testing hypotheses. Whenever a difference
was found, an individual pair mean would be tested using Scheffe's method.

The resulty of the study could be summarized as follows:

1. The sample's opinions involving the conditions of academic affairs
administration in the educational institutions that provided intervals 1-3 education under the
Office of Nongkhai Educational Service Area Zone Il as overall were at a high level. When
each aspect was considered, their opinions were found to be at high level in every aspect.
The first 3 ranks from the highest to the lowest mean were in these aspecis: development of
internal quality assurance systems, development of the learning process; and measurement,
evaluation and comparing and transferring grades.

2. For the results of comparing the conditions of academic atfairs administration
in the educational institutions that provided intervals -3 education as opined by administrators,
academic teachers, and teachers in the teaching line as a whole, it was found that these 3
groups had different opinions at the .05 level of statistical significance. When individual
aspects were comp aired, it was found that the administrators, academic teachers and teachers
in the teaching line had different opinions at the .05 level of statistical significance in the
following 9 aspects: development of educational mstitution curriculums; measurement,
evaluation, and comparing and transterring grades; educational supervision promotion of
academic knowledge to the community, research for developing quality of education;
development ot media, innovations and educational technology; development of learning
resources, process, development of internal quality assurance systems; and promotion and
supporting academic affairs to other persons, families, organizations, agencies, and institutions
that provided education, these administrators, academic teachers, and teachers in the teaching
line did not different opinions.

3. the small-sized schools and the large0sized schools had different levels of
operation involving the conditions of academic affairs administration as overall at the .01 level

of statistical significance. That was, the large-sized schools had a higher level of operation



involving academic affairs administration than the small-sized schools. When each aspect
was considered, it was found that in the aspects of measurement, evaluation, and comparing
and transferring grades; development of education institution curriculums, educationatl
supervision, promotion of academic knowledge to the community, development of the
learning process, research for developing quality of education, development of learning
resources, develepment of internal quality assurance systems, educational guidance;
promotion and supporting academic affairs to other persons, families, organizations, agencies,
and institutions that provided education, the small-sized schools and the large-sized schools
had different levels of operation involving academic affairs administration at the .01 level
of statistical significance. However, in the aspects of development of media, innovations,
and educational technology; and coordination for cooperation in developing academic attairs
with other educational institutions, the small-sized schooels and the large-sized schools did

not have different levels of operation involving academic affairs administration.
