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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to compare Levels og emotional-mental and social
Developments of early childhood between before and after Receiving organization of
folk game-playing activities. The sample Consisted of 20 kindergarten2 attending Ban
Phoe Noi School Under the office of Nong Khai Educational Area region,3 in the
Second semester of the academic year 2005, obtained by wsing {1e Purposive sampling
technique. The dependent variables used in this Study were edw:ational-mental and
social developments of carly childhood children as classified into characteristics based
on ages of kindergarten children in these 6 bchaviors : emotional expression,expressing
good feelings to oneself and other people, morality and ethics, self-help, Living
morally with other people, and conservation of culture and the Environment. The
researcher conducted this experiment by using 20 Researcher-developed plans for
organization of integrated experiences using folk game-playing activities in 8 learning
units for 8 weeks, 30 minutes every day. The instruments used for collecting data

were a set of 6 tests on emotional-mental and social developments and an evaluation



form on emotional-mental and social developments. The researcher tested and
evaluated these students before and after organization of experiences in organizing

outdoors activities using folk game-playing.
The results of the study were as follows:

i. After trying out the folk game-playing activities,. Kindergarten 2 children
increased their emotional-mental and social developments from before organization of
activities at the .01 level of statistical significance.

2. The researcher - developed plans for organization of learning experiences
using folk pame-playing activities for kindergarten 2 Could help promote to increase
more emotional-mental and social developments than organization of outdoors playing
activities without Folk game-playing activities at the .01 level of statistical
significance.

3. The mean of testing scores on developments and the mean of evalvation

scores on emotional-mental and social developments were not different . (Mean = 4.33)
