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Absftract

The objective of this study was to inculcate morality in Level 3 Students of Ban
Nong Gung Yai School under the jurisdiction of the Office of Kalasin Educational Service
Area I by Action Research Methodology. The co-researcher group consisted of one
administrator, 8 teachers teaching in Level 3, 10 parents, 2 guest speakers, and 5 community
leaders. The sample were 179 Level 3 Students of Ban Nong Gung Yai School during the
second semester of 2006 school year, The variable included 5 aspects of morality:
1} Discipline Aspect, 2) Generosity Aspect, 3) Economy Aspect, 4) Honesty Aspect, and
5) Responsibility Aspect. The inculcated strategy consisted of: 1) the survey of current
condition and problems of implementation planning, 2) the management of environmental
activity, 3) the management of moral inculcation activity, and 4) the supervision and follow
up. The instrument included: 1) the Survey Form, 2} the Lesson Plan, 3) the Observation
Form, 4) the Interview Form, 5) the Record Form. The quantitative data were analyzed by
calculating mean. The qualitative data were performed by content analysis.

The research findings found that for the current condition of morality problems
of Level Students at Ban Nong Gung Yai School, there was an amount of number should be
improved and inculcated in a better level, especially in Discipline Aspect, Generosity Aspect,

Honesty Aspect, and Responsibility Aspect. The researcher and co-researcher group



implemented the students’ various aspects of morality by planning of environmental
management in school, instructional activity management, ac5tivity management for moral
inculcation, and supervision and follow up. As a result, the implementation of inculcation

findings were satisfied success. The students’ moral behavior was in “Better” level.
