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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the problems of administration’s level
in Phrapariyattitham School, General Education Department, Roi-Et province, according to
the attitude of the administrators, to compare the problems of administration’s level in
Phrapariyattitham School, General Education Department, Roi-Et province, according to the
attitude of the administrators, and instructors and to study the suggestions problems solving
for Phrapariyattitham School, General Education Department, Roi-Et province, The sample
groupS were 124 persons from simple random sampling tat was ﬁsing hat consist of 28
school’s admhis&ators and 96 instructors. The instruments used in this research were the
questionnaire 5 levels rating scale, with the reliability was 0,91 by using computer program
in data analysis.

The statistic using were frequency, mean, standard deviation and the opinion’s the
insults of the research were follows ; comparison by using t-test.

1. The problems in Phrapariyattitham School, administration, General
Education Department, Roi-Et province, as a Whole were at high level. When consider as
each aspect found that the academic aspect problem were at high level, for personnel aspect,

building aspect, general affair and finance aspect, students affair administration aspect and,



school and community relationship building aspect problem were at the medium level
respectively.

2. The comparison of the opinion of the administrators and instructors of
Phrapariyattitham School, General Education Department, Roi-Et province, was found
different with non-statistic significant at 0,03 level,

3. The recommendations got from this research in problem solving for
Phrapariyattitham School, General Education Department, Roi-Et province with each aspect
were the government should allocate budget in promoting curriculum to satisfy the need of
the community. They should select the instructors in each subject appropriated with their
qualifications, The should provide enough personnel in each department for their operations.
They should select the personnel with their capability suitable for their job, They should have
the modern equipment for example: computer, copy machine etc. They should have the
workers in Administration and Finance Department enough for their operations. They should
have their classrooms and atmosphere support to their study. The building, tables and chairs
should strong and stable. They should have the activities that promote to the students’ ethic.
The students should have freedom in selecting their subjects. They should build the reliable,
confident to schools. They should in from the people to understand and about the important

of the educations.
