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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare and compile suggestions on
The Operation of Internal Education Quality Assurance According to the Standards of Basic
Education-the Aspect of the Learner’s Quality-in Educational Institutions under Maha
Sarakham Education Service Area Office I, as a whole and by each standard. The sample
consisted of 686 administrators, academic teachers and teachers. They were choosen through
multi — stage random sampling. The research instrument was a rating scale questionnaire of
60 items and open - ended questionnaire. The reliability value of this questionnaire was 0.91.
The statistics used included percentage, mean, standard deviation, one- way ANOVA and
Scheffe - test
The results of the research were as follows:
1. As a whole, each standard and status were at the high level.
2. Ini comparison it was found that, as a whole, the opinions of administrators,
Academic teachers and teachers significantly different at .05 level. When each status was
taken into consideration, it was found that the opinions of academic teachers and the opinions

of teachers were significantly different at .05 level. The academic teachers saw that they



performed activities more than the teachers. But the opinions of administrators and
the opinions of administrators teachers and teachers had no different.

3. Three top Suggestion are the following 1. Activities should be systematically
and continuously organized to promote the learner's skills of analytical, synthetical,
imaginative, and creative thinking. The activities should be various and learner-centered.

2. Activities should be organized to promote skills of knowledge acquisition from sources
inside and outside the classroom. 3. Activities should be seriously organized to promote

the learner's virtues and ethics.
