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This study entitled Developing Skills in Spelling Difficult Words Using Skill Exercises
and the Peer Group Tutoring Learning Process in the Thai Learning Strand for Prathomsueka
(grade) 3 at Ban Hua Mu School under the office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Zone 2 aimed: (1) to develop skill exercise in spelling difficult words using the peer group
tutoring learning process in the Thai learning strand for Prathomsueka 3 at Ban Hua Mu School
to have a required efficiency 80/80, (2) to find out an effectiveness index of the skill exercises in
spelling difficult world using the peer group tutoring leamning process in the Thai learning strand
for Prathomsueka 3, and (3) to compare leamning achievements in spelling difficult words using
the peer group tutoring learning process in the Thai learning strand in the Thai learning strand of
Prathomsueka 3 from pretest and posttest. The sample consisted of 22 Prathomsueka 3 students
attending Ban Hua Mu School under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Zone 2 in the second semester of the academic year 2005, obtained using the purposive sampling
technique. The instruments used in this study were: skill exercises in spelling difficult words, an
evaluation form on the quality of the skill exercises in spelling difficult words, and 4 sets of
quizzes with a total of 60 item, having index of congruence ranging .60-1.00, difficulties ranging
.33-.75 and a reliability of .80; and 40-item achievement pretest and posttest, haring index of
congruence ranging .80-1.00, difficulties ranging .33-.72, discriminating powers ranging and a

reliability of .84. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean, and
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standard deviation; and for comparing achievent pretest score and achievement posttest score, and
2-related-group t-test was employed.

The results of the study revealed that the skill exercises in spelling difficult words using
the group tutoring learning process in the Thai learning strand for Prathomsueka 3 had an
efficiency of 86.67/84.54 which was higher than the established requirement, and the
effectiveness index of .76, showing that the students increased their knowledge after learning
through the skill exercises in spelling difficult words using the peer group tutoring learning
process at 76 percent. The students who learned through the skill exercises in spelling difficult
words using the peer group tutoring learning process after leaming increased the achievement

score form before learning at the .01 level of statistical significance.
