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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to analyze and compare the participation of village
committee in the administrative process of sub-district administration organizations in
Somdet district, Kalasin province and also get the suggestion for the participation. The
sample subjects were 435 members of the village committee from 87 villages in Somdet
district, Kalasin Province. The data were collected by a rating-scale questionnaire, and
analyzed by the computer program. The research statistics used were means, percentage,

standard deviation, t-test (Independent Sample) and F-test {One-Way analysis of variance).

Results of the research were as follows:

1. According to the data, it was found that the average opinion of the members
toward the participation in the administration was moderate. The two high degree of the
participation were planning and coordination while the four moderate degrees of the
participation were performance report, personnel management, work management and
budgeting. .

2. Inregard to the sex, age and occupation, it indicated that the average opinion of
the members toward the participation in the administration was not insignificantly different.
Whereas, the opinion of the members on the administration regarding the educational

background was significantly different at the .05 level.



3. According to the findings, it was concluded that the village leaders should
provided an opportunity to attend the meeting, budgeting and planning. The administrative
system should be transparent. The members should visit the villagers in community and have

less authority.
