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ABTSTACT

The purpose of this research is to study and to compare about attitudes of
parliament member of Sub-district Administrative Organization (SAQO) on management of
SAQ in Don Chan Sub-district, Kalasin Province. The attitudes are classified by sex,
level of education and experience of being a parliament member of SAO. Population
and sample used in research are 106 parliament members of all SAOs in Don Chan
Sub-district, Kalasin Province. Tools used in research consists of questionnaire about
attitudes of parliament member of SAO on management of SAO in Don Chan Sub-district
Kalasin Province. Data analysis is done zafter data collecting is processed, using
analytical statistics of percentage, average means, standard deviation, /-test and f-test
(one-way ANOVA).

The study found that

1. Overall attitudes of parliament member of SAO on management of SAOs
in Don Chan Sub-district, Kalasin Province is at medium level, found high level in
4 aspects as follows: 1) Disease protection and communicable disease treatment.
2) Education, religion and cultural promotion. 3) Promotion and development of woman,
children, youth, elder, disable people, and disadvantaged people. 4) Maintaining of arts,

customs, local intellectuals and cultural heritage Attitudes parliament member of SAO on



management of SAOs in Don Chan Sub-district, Kalasin Province is at medium level in
4 aspects as follows; 1) Provision and maintaining of water and land transportation.

2) Cleansing of roads, waterway, pathway, and public place and garbage disposal.

3) Disaster prevention and mitigation. 4) Protection and maintenance of natural esources
and environment.

2. Attitude comparison of parliament member of SAO, classified by sex,
education level and experience of being a parliament member of SAO, is indifferent
statistically insignificant at .05.

3. Recommendations on management of SAO in 8 aspects is that there has
budget limitation for handling functionality management in various aspects. The
parliament member of SAOs have recommendations that sufficient budget should be
provided for management of all 8 aspects for SAOs to handle basic improvement such
as building sufficient roads in every villages, everyday garbage disposal and providing

more visions to executives on working.
